
HISTORY
The Hayne Vineyard is one of our most exceptional sites.
Located in an idyllic warm yet breezy spot on the west side of
St. Helena, we are honored to have worked with this vineyard
and the Hayne family for over twenty-six years. The property
has been in the same family since 1876, and the head-trained,
dry-farmed Zinfandel vines, planted in 1902 and 1903,
produce wines of power and elegance. Year after year, this
wine serves as the archetype for Zinfandel and Napa Valley. 

TASTING NOTES 
A Napa Valley “grand cru,” planted 1902-03. Refined rose petal,
red and black fruits, and braised meats on the nose; like a
beautifully set table complete with boeuf bourguignon and a
bouquet of roses. Tegan likes to call this wine a “thoroughbred,”
and it’s easy to see why; strong, beautiful, elegant, and downright
lovely. Will age well, decant or drink now at 55°-60°F.
